In the biggest swell of the year two barges were wrecked while salvagers battled "horrendous" conditions to keep another safely at sea as a storm peaked on a high spring tide.
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And as storms continued to thrash the Cape this week causing mayhem, 29 hikers were evacuated from the Otter Trail, and 25 students were stranded on Dassen Island.

The city's informal settlements have been badly drenched and blown out by galeforce winds while several suburbs were left without power.

Following up on several other incidents at sea, rescue volunteers have had their hands kept more than full.
