Hi Chairmen and Members

Please ensure all our members are advised and get agreement for the clubs and schools to assist. 

We are looking for assistance to help ATNS confirm and update the VFR reporting points around South Africa.

They have been separated in to regions. Some regions have no reporting points so these need to be developed.

We would like the powered sections i.e. EAA, MISASA, GYRO, SAPFA, SAHPA Powered sections and motor glider individuals and Schools to assist. This would also include any other pilots that wish to assist. 

We are also appealing to CAASA and AOPA to see if their members can also assist.

The list of VFR reporting points as they currently are recorded need to be verified if they are:

a)       used by pilots

b)       if the GPS co –ordinates are correct

c)       Link it to a visual reference point and document it

If the points are not used and there is a new point. 

Please could pilots send in this points co-ordinates in the same format as on these documents and give its name as well as the visual reference.

Some areas have no reporting points.

Here is an example of what is currently recorded -note it has no clear indication of the visual reference point used i.e. the hotel or golf course etc

It also gives the Co-ordinate format.

We expect this process to take about 3 to 6 months after which ATNS will correlate all of them and then arrange with SACAA to publish them as required.

Pilots should just check them at their sites and aerodromes they regularly fly at. 

We hope over the festive season that on a few flights these points can be checked in your area.

Could I ask for each section Chairman to nominate a local co-coordinator for the areas your section agrees to audit?

This is in our own safety interests.
