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Safety is our first priority.  

These rules and regulations have been set into place by the elected committee, and are there to protect us.

All members are expected to adhere to national fishery regulations concerning size-limits, bag-limits, fishing licenses, etc.

Any member, whom does not adhere to these rules, may be expelled from the club.

We are all here to learn from each other, and to help each other, and in that spirit, members who are not confident on their boats (in any way) are expected to approach other members for assistance. THAT’S WHY WE HAVE A CLUB!!!   

Rules

1. Subs are due on the last day of December 
2. If you wish to do your SPA, you need to contact one of the sub-comities
    Members, and they will make arrangements to get you in a class.

3. All safety regulations are to be adhered to, at all times!

4. Boats will be inspected as required by the Safety Officer. Random checks      will also be carried out!

5. Any member who wishes to organize or present a clinic is welcome to do so.

6. Meetings will be convened as required
Safety Regulations

1. All member boats will be inspected by the Safety Officer annually     for safety kit, and for general state of seaworthy. Random "spot checks" will also     be carried out.

2. Each member's boat will have a sticker on, with his boat-number.  These stickers may be purchased each year, only after successful completion of boat inspection.

3. Life jackets (floatation aides) are to be worn in the surf zone.

4. Each member must have his safety kit on board whilst on the water.

5. When fishing in groups, at least 1 cell-phone must be carried.

Requirements for Joining

Before being accepted into the club you are required to:

1. Fill in an application form 

2. Club subs of R250 + Once off R50 for new members
3. Interview with committee member.

4. Boat and safety kit to be inspected.

Once you have passed all the requirements you will be issued with a SAKFA number and stickers for your Kayak.
