Skeg System

When draining the kayak of water through the drain hole, care must be taken not to damage the skeg. The back handle should be manned to avoid damage, or a hole can be dug in the sand into which the skeg can go.
Thick Foam Plug

The use of the plug will depend on the conditions of the water.

If there will be no problem with splashing or waves, lie the kayak on a flat piece of ground, squeeze the plug into the hole so that it is flush with the hull of the boat.

If  there is a slight chop and a good possibility of being hit by a wave then the plug should be left out, to avoid the cockpit filling up like a bath tub.

Also remove thick foam plug for travelling.

Do not’s:

· Do not over tighten the screw in the insert for the rudder lock in, it is situated at the tip of the stern on the hull. This is the only insert below the water line, thus it is important not to break the seal.

· Do not use the bungee cables on the storage decks as handles, they are designed to hold stuff down, not to carry the weight of the boat.

· Do not twist the briefcase handle too vigourously. Use a loose grip so that the handle can turn inside your hand.

Maintenance

Oil all the aluminium and stainless steel fittings around the kayak, especially after use in salt water. These fittings include: 9 inserts(2 at bow handle, 2 at stern handle, 1 for rudder lock in – at stern on hull, 2 holding the seat down, 2 on either side of the paddler for paddle holders), the aluminium foot steering, the stainless steel rudder, 2 calipers on the seat and all the screws around the kayak.

Periodically check for loose screws, frayed ropes or cables. 

Hunterski kayaks have been made with the highest quality polyethelene which has an added measure of ultraviolet inhibitors to provide brilliant protection from ultraviolet light. But it is recommended to keep your kayak out of direct sunlight and dry when storing, to keep its colour bright and plastic flexible. 

The kayak should be stord and transported upside down on the utility tray rails.

Make sure that you have sufficient straps when tying the kayak onto a car or trailer for transport. Tie it tight, it must not be able to move, if the cars suspension moves before the boat, its tight enough.
