NEW! Liquor Licence payments due to the Gauteng Liquor Board (GLB)

Effective 1 November, all payments in respect of Liqour Licence fees due to the Gauteng Liqour Board (GLB) will not be receipted by SARS. Taxpayers are requested to visit the closest First National Bank (FNB), who is the new collecting agent on behalf of the Gauteng Liquor Board.

Investec Bank and Citibank have been integrated into the SARS eFiling channel:

eFilers who are clients of Investec Bank and Citibank now have access to the convenience of submitting payments via the secure eFiling channel.  These eFilers can now change their profile from a “debit pull” to a “credit push” option.  (This is not applicable to over the counter payments.)

The other banks offering SARS eFiling services to clients are ABSA, First National Bank, Nedbank and Standard Bank. “Credit push” or “debit pull” options are available to these clients. Clients who belong to any other bank only have a “debit pull” option. 

Credit push refers to payment transactions that are initiated on the eFiling site and presented to the banking product as bill presentation, i.e. a payment request. Only once the user has logged into the banking product and authorised the payment request is this transaction regarded as an effective payment. Credit push transactions are irrevocable once approved.

Authorised debit pull refers to payment transactions initiated on the eFiling site and authorised for each transaction. The transaction is assumed to be successful after user authorisation on eFiling. This payment mechanism involves the initiation of a payment instruction from SARS’s bank to the client’s bank. The debit push mechanism may reverse due to insufficient funds once the request is processed by the bank. Correct banking details are required to ensure the payment is successful.

via SARS eFiling

SARS eFiling is a secure electronic tax return and payment submission service offered by SARS, free of charge, which removes the risks and hassles of submitting manual tax returns and payments. This service enables clients to pay as part of return filing, or by using a separate payment process, via:
• Credit push or debit pull options if you are an ABSA, First National Bank, Nedbank, Standard Bank, Investec Bank or CitiBank client; or
• Debit pull option if you belong to any other bank

via the Internet
Payment may be made via the internet banking facilities of ABSA, First National Bank, Nedbank or Standard Bank by simply using the standard drop-down listing of pre-loaded beneficiary IDs provided by the bank. All SARS beneficiary IDs are prefixed with the naming convention “SARS- <Tax Type>”.
All internet payments must be correctly referenced to ensure that SARS is able identify your payment and correctly allocate it to your tax account. You will not be able to make a payment if your reference is incorrect.

via Debit Order

The debit order payment mechanism may be accessed:
• electronically via SARS eFiling, or
• on submission of your VAT201 return if you have authorised SARS with a debit order. 

 

over the counter at any ABSA, First National Bank, Nedbank, or Standard Bank branch

Payment may be made over the counter at any ABSA, First National Bank, Nedbank, or Standard Bank branch country wide by merely quoting the appropriate beneficiary ID. As in the case of internet payments, all bank payments must be correctly referenced. You will not be able to make a payment if your reference is incorrect

at any SARS Branch Office: over the counter or via mail

Payment may be made during office hours at the Cash Hall of the respective Tax or Customs Branch Office. For ease of processing, taxpayers / traders should ensure that the tax form / payment advice is attached to all payments indicating the tax reference number, tax type and tax period. Please note that cheque payments must be made out to South African Revenue Service  (no abbreviations allowed) in any of the official languages. 

IMPORTANT: From February 2011 all cheques in excess of R100 000 in payment of employees’ tax will not be accepted at SARS branches or via post. 

Cheque payment(s) exceeding R100 000, must be paid as follows:

Deposit the cheque(s) at the bank

Complete an internet banking transfer

Via eFiling on www.sarsefiling.co.za if you are a registered eFiler.

Employers that pay or are likely to pay employees’ tax exceeding R10 million in any 12 month period must submit employees’ tax returns electronically as well as pay electronically.
